Students typically complete the equivalent of 
four years of high school science in their first 
two years. Classes are offered on the block 
or semester schedule, which compacts a 
yearlong course into 18 weeks.

Our 
magnet staff has written, developed, and 
implemented 6 Post-AP courses for the state of 
Georgia.
